Cops and Gobblers Report — Bruce Barsi
More than 150 Mountain View community members gathered Sunday November 22" to
organize and deliver baskets filled with food, vouchers for turkeys and stuffed animals —
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all destined for families in need as a part of the annual "Cops and Gobblers" event. The
baskets were delivered to 270 local families. This 13-year old event, sponsored by the
MYV police officers, received funding this year from the Challenge Team ($1000),
Mountain View Kiwanis and Rotary Clubs and MVHS PTSA.

Ron Cooper and his “Cops that Care” MVPD helpers are now gearing up to give away
toys to needy Mountain View children. It is expected that up to 1700 local children will
come by the MV Police Department on Saturday December 19™ to select a gift or toy.
Donations before that time can be brought directly to the Police Department at 1000 Villa
St. Checks should be made out to the Mountain View Police Activities League
(MVPAL), with "Cops that Care" indicated in the comment section. The Challenge Team
has donated $1000 in support of this program.

MV Gang Task Force Update: Nicole Guire (MVPD/CHAC-Healthy Youth Services)
kicked off the update stating that they continue to visit families in their homes to discuss
issues of gangs. A class on teen alcoholism is offered to middle school students. They
are working with leaders of the Recreation Department on teen suicide prevention. The
“Teen Talk” sessions address life skills, relationships. Officer Cooper took 34 kids to a
Warriors Game that proved very successful. Mike Ecdao (MVPD), reported that during
the last month, there are two folks in custody, but no major incidents. The police officers
are driving around the MVHS, AVHS and Terrabella when schools get out just to let the
students know they are close by.

Silicon Valley Community Foundation Update — Emmett Carson, CEO

Mark Johnson, who is a YMCA Board member and a member of the Silicon Valley
Community Foundation Council Advisors, helped to secure Emmett Carson for the
Challenge Team meeting. Emmett gave highlights of the Silicon Valley Community
Foundation (SVCF): Formed early 2007 by the merger of the Community Foundation
Silicon Valley Foundation and Peninsula Community Foundation; its focus is to serve
Santa Clara and San Mateo Counties. Based on its over 1500 Donor Funds, it holds
$1.7B in assets. In 2008 it made $234M in gifts of which $12M were part of the
unrestricted endowment which the SVCF Board directs. The SVCF grant making
strategies which were developed though rigorous community input and research include:
community opportunity fund, economic security, education, immigrant integration and
regional planning. The Education Initiative focuses on high school Algebra success.
Work is underway to provide legal help to immigrants and to combat predatory payday
lending tactics. Support for land use involves helping communities form 10-20-30-year
plans to meet transportation and other community needs. During the last year as part of
the community opportunity initiative, the SVCF and matching organizations gave over
$5M for “safety net” services (food and shelter) for low income families.

Maurice Ghysels thanked Emmett Carson for the SVCF’s support of the MVWSD school
district. The support from SVCF has allowed MVWSD to improve its math instructional
programs and hold summer math intervention programs in partnership with Foothill
College. Based on these programs the Graham Middle School has increased the number
of algebra sections from two to five.

Animal-Assisted Happiness — Vicki Amon-Higa

Ms Amon-Higa discuss the Animal Assisted Happiness program that brings children with
special needs in contact with farm and companion animals, producing therapeutic results
for the children. Ms. Amon-Higa’s organization is looking for several acres of land in
the Mountain View — Los Altos area for their animal farm.

Mountain View Public Library — Karin Bricker
The MV Library has expanded its after school homework help with additional tutors.
They now offer an evening homework assistance sessions.

Nancy Lippe of the Los Altos Community Foundation, is creating a ‘“Non-Profit Yellow
Pages”. She encourages local non-profits to participate by sending information on their
organization.

Judy Hanneman reported that the MVLAHSD is exploring community support for a Bond
measure that may be on the June 2010 ballot. The MVLAHSD projects an increase of
1000 students over the next ten years and needs to facilities to support the growth. If the
bond is shown as a continuation of the current bond (no increase in payments), then 55%
rather than 67% of the vote is needed to pass.
